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Sadly as buildings vanish, or economic pressures mount, turret clocks are being lost. By recording what exists now we hope to do two things: Provide a store of information for future generations and to foster a wider understanding and appreciation of turret clocks. In this way, more clocks will be preserved as knowledge grows.
