David Worthington graduated from Oxford University in 1984 with a degree in Philosophy and Theology, going on to study fine art in London, Barcelona and New York.  Working primarily as a sculptor in stone, he has 25 years professional practice including working as a carver for Anish Kapoor.  He works from an old dairy barn studio in Bridport where he combines traditional carving with the latest cutting-edge design and collaborates with architects, engineers, civic bodies and contractors as required.  David is a Fellow of The Royal Society of Sculptors and was shortlisted for the Jerwood Sculpture Prize in 2009.  He has carried out public commissions in the UK, America and Japan; his work is in the Creative Cities Collection of Beijing and has had solo shows in prestigious galleries throughout the world.
Lecture 1:  Rodin is one of the heroic figures of 19th century art history and was internationally celebrated during his lifetime. This lecture surveys his work showing why he is one of the greatest sculptors ever; it looks at his work in relationship to 19th century sculpture as well assessing his continuing influence on the work and practice of sculptors today. 
Lecture 2:  Brancusi, the son of a peasant from Romania, became an internationally famous artist and is now seen as one of, if not the, most important sculptors of the 20th century.  Brancusi is an enigmatic contradiction, and this will be explored in the lecture, along with his relevance to 20th century sculpture.
